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RIERXHR The Philosophy of Zhuangz
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Zhuangzi is one of the most distinctive figures in the history of Chinese philosophy.
His thoughts on the ideal way of life and the world at large marked an important
chapter that resonated time and again in the history of Chinese thought. This course
will examine passages from the inner, outer, and miscellaneous chapters of the

Zhuangzi to reveal his profound understanding and incisive arguments on issues




including life and the universe, human desires and human nature, rationality and
intelligence, ethics and politics, order and chaos, aesthetics and creative freedom.
These discussions will be supplemented by comparative studies with Confucianism
and the western philosophical tradition, in hopes of outlining the breadth, uniqueness,

profundity and the characteristically whimsical nature of Zhuangzi’s works.
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REEXZR Science And Technology in World Civilizations
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This course “Science and Technology in World Civilizations” focuses on the
transformation of the scientific and technological centers in the world history since
ancient Greece, as well as the social factors behind their rises and falls. The objectives
of this course is to help the students grasp the main process of the development of
science and technology in world civilizations and understand its role in the prosperity

of a nation, especially for the superpowers on world political stage.
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REEXARK Ethics of Homeric Epics
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This Course teaches ethics of Homeric epics, based on intensive reading of lliad and
Odyssey and relevant modern literature, with a view to understanding the ethical thought
these texts contain, as well as the general character of Greek history, literature, and

philosophy.
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BEEXEHR Ancient Chinese Culture
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This course includes several topics and systematically introduces the main
aspects of ancient Chinese culture, aiming to make students get a basic
understanding of the framework, characteristics and contemporary significance
of ancient Chinese culture. While focusing on knowledge relating to ancient
Chinese culture, this course also lays emphasis on problem consciousness,
comparative vision and contemporary perspective. Specifically, it emphasizes
generalizing several important aspects of ancient Chinese culture from
historical phenomena, and comparing Chinese culture with foreign cultures,
especial ly European ones, and exploring how ancient Chinese culture influences
Chinese history and what’ s its contemporary value.
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This course puts 2/ ZHI TONG JIAN in the context of its time, discusses its chance of
birth, textual features and ideological connotations, and further explores the nature

of historical writing.
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EBRAEHR Italian Renaissance Art
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What was the Renaissance? This class explores the major artistic currents that swept the Italian
peninsula from the fourteenth through the sixteenth centuries in an attempt to answer that
question. In addition to considering key themes such as the revival of antiquity, imitation and
license, classicism and realism, patronage, individual talents, artistic style, and the art market, we
will survey significant works by artists and architects including Masaccio, Donatello,
Brunelleschi, Alberti, Raphael, Leonardo, Michelangelo, Titian and Giorgione. Discussions will
be focused on the unity of the arts in Renaissance Italy.

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TR AR San Guo Zhi and the History of the Three Kingdoms
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In addition to a brief introduction to the process and value of the compilation of the San Guo
Zhi , the main part of the course will focus on the study of the literature, with one or two relevant
biographies selected for close reading on a theme in each session. A selection of classic papers
will also be read to introduce the latest research progress and archaeological excavations.
Students will have a more systematic grasp of the history of the Three Kingdoms, with textual
readings as the core, and an understanding of the basic methods of literary and historical
research.
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PR VR Selected Readings of Chinese Modern Fiction
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This course focuses on the youthful imagination in the history of modern and contemporary literature, and
selects representative fiction to provide an in-depth explanation, training the reader's ability to perceive
literary language and literary beauty, to understand the multi-layered connotations hidden in the works, and
thus to discover the richness of human nature. It also provides students with a practical understanding of the
literary, cultural and social development of contemporary Chinese society, and the complex interaction
between literature and society. Appreciate the significance of literature in today's situation.
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
